CSCI1604 Phase Test 2 2008/2009 – preparation

This work is designed to prepare you for the second phase test by asking you to use Matthew’s example scenario and database to include work that will be set for the actual test. 
You should all have studied and understood Matthew’s ‘best’ solution for the example scenario which involves adding data to a database, but you may be asked to do any of displaying, adding, editing and/or deleting records for your test. You will not know which until the day of the test.

For this preparation work you are to create a new website which will make use of the following two files available in L:\MCSPENCE\CSCI1604\PT2 preparation:
1. yabba.mdb – the database to be used for this new website

2. DatabaseTable class Feb 2009.doc – the Class code to handle the database.

You have seen these files before & should know how to incorporate them in your new website.

CREATE THE FOLLOWING THREE PAGES IN YOUR NEW WEBSITE:
1.
Add a message

(a) The page should open with textboxes for the user name and message.

(b) The user enters their name and a message in the textboxes and clicks an ‘add’ button.
(c) Use a Function Procedure to validate that both fields have been entered.
(d) If the above validation check has been passed then add the details to the database. 
· A second page is then opened which displays
· All names and messages in a list box (use a Sub Procedure)
· A confirmation message which includes the name of the user.

Possible extras:

(e) A cancel button

(f) A ‘back’ button on the second page which will open the first page.

2. 
Edit a message. Users can only edit messages that they have posted.
(a) The page should open with all the messages (no names) shown in a list box (use a Sub Procedure).

(b) The user enters their name, selects a row in the list box and clicks an ‘edit’ button.
(c) Use a Function Procedure to validate that the user name and the ‘posted by’ name are the same.

(d) If the user is valid, the selected message is shown in a message textbox.
· The user edits the message and clicks on a second button to confirm.
· The edited message is validated (not blank)
· And written to the database if valid.
· The messages are redisplayed in the list box.
Possible extras:

(e) Use a second page for the editing or check that the user has previously selected a message before confirming the edit.
(f) Convert names to the same case for checking (‘Nobby’ and ‘nobby’ are not the same).
(g) A cancel button.
3.
Delete a message. Users can only delete messages that they have posted.
(a) The page should open with all the messages (no names) shown in a list box (use a Sub procedure).

(b) The user enters their name, selects a row in the list box and clicks on a ‘delete’ button.
(c) Use a Function Procedure to validate that the user name and the ‘posted by’ name are the same.

(d) If the user is valid the selected message is shown in a message textbox.
· The user clicks on a second button to confirm.
· The selected message is deleted from the database.
· A confirmation message showing the user name and book title is shown on a second page.
Possible extras:

(e) Use a second page for the delete or check that the user has previously selected a message before confirming the deletion.
(f) Convert names to the same case for checking (‘Nobby’ and ‘nobby’ are not the same).
(g) A cancel button.
(h) A ‘back’ button on the second page which will open the first page.





There is not quite as much work here as you may think, as there are common elements across most of the pages.
